At a Rotary meeting,
Richard King, the president
of Rotary Intemational,
spoke about the program,
and immediately Spencer
took to the idea. For a set
sum of money people can
see a tangible result. They
even receive a fax-receipt
and certificate of thanks
including a photo of the
child, teen or adult.

“It had to do with the fact
that it was so cheap,” he

said. The  Wheelchair
Foundation estimates 100
million people worldwide
can use a wheelchair but
cannot afford one.

“For 5110, wou can
change someone’s life,”
Spencer said.

In developing countries,
many people with amputa-
tions must crawl or be car-
ried to where they need to
go. It's even more commaon
m war torn  countries
because of the prevalence of
landmines. Their survival
depends on the family sup-
port.

The

wheelchairs are

designed for the rugged ter-
rain where they'll be used.
The front wheels are larger
and the back are completely
encased. The manufacturer
also uses parts adapted from
bicycles to make them easi-
er to fix if they break down.

To date the organization

has given out almost
312,000 wheelchairs across
the warld.
